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BEWARE OF ALLERGIES
INTERS to choose one from biscuits or buns.
CRAFTSMEN to choose one from biscuits or buns and one from cake or pastry e.g. a pie or tart.
1. Know about health, safety and hygiene in the kitchen. (Cooking Resource 1)
a. Hair should be tied back

b. Fasten loose clothing

c. Wash hands carefully and thoroughly

d. Make sure all work surfaces are clean and tidy

e. Make sure you are wearing a blue plaster if you have a cut or graze

2. Choose a recipe (recipes) - various to be provided for the Clansmen to choose from. 

3. Decide how the items are to be decorated.
4. Make a list of equipment and ingredients needed for baking/decorating.

5. Bake the chosen items and clean-up after baking.

6. Decorate the items baked using two different methods e.g. chocolate / icing.  Clansmen may also add bought cake decorations.
Chiefs can organise the Badge according to facilities available in the church.  Clansmen may be able bake and decorate on the same night OR baked items can be frozen and decorated the following week OR having practised on Clan Evenings, Clansmen may bake the items at home and bring for decorating.

It is best to invite guests to judge the Bake Off.  
Clansmen to be judged on taste as well as decoration.
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
